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AAJA Sacramento offers internship grants of up to $1,000 to college and graduate students who are interning at a broadcast, radio, or online media outlet. The grant is open to all AAJA Sacramento students who are interning in the chapter’s boundaries (which stretch from the Central Valley to the Oregon border) or elsewhere. The goal of the grant is to assist students who are receiving little or no pay for their internship or just college credit. Here are the eligibility and rules:

1) Applicants must have a serious interest in pursuing journalism as a career.

2) Applicants must have secured an internship before applying for the grant. The stipend is to be used toward living expenses and/or transportation during your internship.

3) Applications must be submitted at least a month before the internship begins.
